- Your future plans.
- How participating in the Silvana Community Fair influenced your educational/career
choices.
- How you plan to support the Silvana Community Fair in the future.
- How this scholarship will help you further your educational goals.
e A minimum of one and a maximum of two letters of reference written on your behalf by a non-
family member. Ask the writer to send the letter to the same address as your application (see
below).
